It made me, | feel like, put me in a
better position to be a realtor.

So it's like when you get to talking to people and they feel like, oh, this realtor didn't know this or
that, they just kept telling me, call a loan officer, call a loan officer.

Like, yeah, some stuff you do got to call a money person because they're the ones who
handling your deal, but | should be able to ask a basic question if you're like, well, what's going
to be the difference in this house?



Every $10,000 is going to be $60 to $70 more on your payment.

Simple questions. This is the most responsible our listeners probably ever heard you be.
Yeah, so they need to call me. | bid you to fucking Nino Brown at Thanksgiving and shit. Yeah,
out there passing out turkeys.

Anybody want to buy, sell, rent, or hold? Just holler at me.

We'll do all of that. But | got accepted to Morgan's MBA program.

Shout out to- Look at all of this.

Yeah, so | got accepted to the MBA program and going back to school.

| said | was never going back. | said | was never, ever in my life going back.

And then | was like, I'm only going back if it's free.

So Monday | got the, yesterday was Monday, right? So yesterday | found out, yeah, | got a full
scholarship.

So I'm going back and I'm just, I'm always busy, still got the business, still working a full-time job.

[11:38] Taking care of my 50 million kids. But | always feel like it's not enough.

And sometimes people don't realize how people get there.

And it's like, you got to really go- What happened to you to get you there?

Real talk? | got laid off in 2019. I'm like, it's always a story.

No, yeah. And it is, because you were there.

And it's stuff that we don't discuss and people don't know, but when you get to that point where
you be like, yo, | got this education, | got this skill set, | got that skill set, and it's just so easy for
somebody to take.

80% of the money that you make away in one swoop.

It's a scary feeling when you got unemployment, you're going through your savings.

I had to postpone me buying a house. That's why it was such a big deal when | talked about
buying a house because | ended up taking that savings.

You start dipping in your 401k. We got grown people bills now.

Grown people bills. Ain't no whore. Ain't no joke.

The challenges of unemployment and homeownership

[12:34] So it ain't like you get to unemployment and you're like, yeah, this shit gonna hold me.
You're like, this shit like. Ain't puttin' up for us.

Yeah, it's like, what unemployment give you is the shit your wife will give you.

Like covering the BGE, cable, shit like that. Like, you start getting shit cut off.

Unemployed will keep you fed with heat. Yeah. And maybe some gas in your car, if you got no
car note.



[12:56] And you ain't paying the fucking mortgage. That's why | say like, that's what the wife
gonna give you.

Like, she gonna pay the BG&E, she gonna pay the wifi, she gonna pay the cable, shit like that.
And then you gonna be like, okay, like, Oh, you only putting $1,000 a month in here?

Oh, all right, I'll see. That's how you know we owe. Because | was telling somebody that the
other day, they were saying there's really no advantage to owning versus renting now because
of the cost. And | was like, that's not necessarily true.

| said, because when Tom's get, if Tom's ever got hard, hard, and | couldn't pay this mortgage at
the first of the month, they not putting that notice on my door. It's going to take years for me to
be homeless, baby.

Oh, yeah, and you could call them and be like, yo, | need you to, like, I'm in this situation.

Can you put me in forbearance? Can you put my payments to the back?

Can we even if your credit takes a hit they can't immediately tell you get the fuck out your
house, right?

So it may be a temporary setback, but | know I'm gonna have a fucking roof over my head I'm
not gonna be out here on the streets and to me that is as big of a advantage Then just take an
equity out of your house. | mean you can basically be like look | got, 100,000 equity in my
house. | know I'm about to lose this job.

| got laid off before something happened. Let me figure out a way where | could go ahead and
get some money out to help pay these bills or pay this debt off and then set myself up.

It's a lot of different things you can do, but it's definitely an advantage because tax season is big
because all you're paying- That's the only thing that saved me.

Yeah. All you're paying in the first 10 to 15 years of your amateurization is nothing but fucking-
Interest.

Yeah. Yeah, you're paying all the interest. You're not paying on a principal.

[14:24] So yeah, we're getting a little deep. Man, listen, we on some real I'm an adult grown
problem shit.

[14:31] Well, we say responsible and ratchet, so we got our responsible part out.
All right, responsible, check. Let's go.
So ratchet, OK. | said | had a listener letter.

[14:41] | wish that, let me pull this up on my phone so that | can read and see your face.

You giving it to them already? You want to give it to them this fast?

Do you want to? Cause | feel like this- No, no, go ahead and give it to them.

Go ahead and give it to them. | feel like this- Sometimes we make them wait.

Sometimes we do, but | feel like this one could spiral. And so I'm sending it to myself so | can
read on the phone so | can look at your face at the same time. I'm scared. I'm scared.

So | got this listener letter guys.

[18:28] I'm thinking, now that you say it, | don't recall an outie belly button either.

Yeah, | haven't seen an outie on an adult.

That's why it's almost like just something you've seen on a baby, and you see a little fucking
quarter taped to him.

Maybe he should put a fucking quarter over it. | don't know.

Is it too late? Would a quarter still work? It's not gonna work.

| would just, at the end of the day, | would just be like, Look, fucking stop.

At some point, you got to just be honest with your partner and just be like, stop.

If they're doing some shit that they like and you don't like, at some point, you got to just be like,
yo, | don't like that shit.

That's the only real advice because there's nothing you can do to mess with her belly button
that's going to be like, oh yeah, now | know how he feels.

Sometimes you got to just be like, stop.

Please stop. Like, cause, yeah, a belly button is just such a, so unsexy of an area on your body.

Where individuals are attracted to a human navel. In 2012, it was the second most popular
fetish search on Google.

[20:17] So, | think it's sexy when you kiss down a woman's stomach and you kiss around her
navel and down the little ... If they got even the little line that used to be there, like a little hairline
almost, but a little black line. The happy trail, yeah.

Yeah, so it's like taking you down and you're trying to be sensual, so you ... You're trying to take
your time, but you really want to rest right down there and start giving a hiss.

You think so? No. | also, | know somebody and this wasn't on know.



[23:39] | know somebody who dated, this is you, this is not anybody | know personally, this was
like in my 20s, but this girl was dating this guy and she's like, they were having sex, quote
unquote.

And she says, she's like, you know, you know, put it in. And he's like, it is.

And she's like thinking, oh my god his dick is so small but she realized the second time they
went to go have sex that he was never putting the dick in her pussy he was just like putting it in
between the meat of her thighs and he was fucking her thighs this is the stuff that men don't
believe that are there this is why men can't that's why i feel like you have that's why i feel like
you have to grab the dick You do, you have to take control.
